 “In today’s lesson, your task is to

 “Is the task clear?”

 “Let’s go to Part 2 - PRESENT.”

② Present
Expressions 

 “Today, we’re going to learn a new
expression.”

 “This expression is used to say what food is
good.”

 “If someone asks you, ‘What do you
recommend?’ you can say ‘I recommend
you try pasta’.”

• Ask student to repeat.

 “Is the expression clear?”

 “Let’s go to the next page.”

+ For Level 3 students, ask them to think of a dish 
and use it in the pattern.

⑤ Challenge 
• This is a simulation of a real-life conversation. 
• Provide corrections AT THE END of the exercise. 

1. GETTING INTO THE SITUATION 
• Set the mood by changing your tone. 

 “Right now, we are in a restaurant. I am your 
friend, and it’s my first time in this restaurant. I
want you to recommend food from the menu. Can 
you see the pictures?” 

 “Please answer my questions using today’s 
expression.” 

2. GETTING INTO THE CHARACTER 
• Keep the conversation NATURAL. 
• Adjust the conversation based on the student’s 

level/pace.

- For struggling students, keep the conversation simple 
using similar patterns from Practice part/dialogue. See 
SAMPLE conversation flow below:
Tutor: (student name), it’s my first time here. 

What do you recommend?
Student: I recommend you try _______. 
Tutor: Okay, it looks delicious! I’ll order that. 

+ For Level 5 students, EXPAND the conversation by 
integrating other questions or expressions. See SAMPLE
conversation flow below: 
Tutor: (student name), thanks for bringing here. 

It’s my first time at a Japanese restaurant. 
Student: (You’re welcome. So, what Japanese food 

do you want to try?) 
Tutor: Well, I haven’t tried any Japanese food yet. 

What do you recommend?
Student: (Is that so? I recommend you try ____.) 
Tutor: This one? Wow, it looks delicious. I’ll have 

that. 
Student: (Yeah, it really is delicious.)
Tutor: How about you? What will you have? 

Student: (any answer) 
Tutor: (respond accordingly) 

• End the conversation by saying: “Thanks for your 
recommendation!” 

• At the end of the conversation, introduce the new 
words/expressions (i.e. I’ll have that. / What will 
you have?).

 “You’re doing very well! Now you can recommend 
food using today’s expression.” 

 “Let’s go to the next page.”
